
I have Additional Needs or challenges, is there any provision for me?
I have additional needs and challenges, am I really welcome? 
Everyone is welcome here at St Kea and we would love to hear from you if you have particular requirements that mean attending church is sometimes difficult. Our welcome team can be contacted ahead of the services you wish to attend to discuss any additional requirements you might need to ensure you feel fully part of our church family in worship. Please contact our church office for more information.
I live with autism, or other cognitive challenges, can you support me?
We can provide a quieter area of church for you to sit in with comfortable chairs and a few sensory accessories available to you. We use Makaton where possible and can generate a visual timetable of the service for you to follow. 

Is there Disabled access?  
We have a ramp leading up to the church door and a fully accessible disabled toilet and baby changing facilities, although this is currently situated in our church hall and accessible from the road.
 
I’m hard of hearing, is there a Hearing loop?  
An induction loop is in place in church and hearing aids should be adjusted to the T position - just ask one of the Welcome Team if you need some assistance.
 
I have poor eyesight – and therefore struggle to read screens, is there any assistance?  
We provide a large print version of all song words and we have large print Bibles available on request
Guide dogs and support dogs are welcome and we can provide a bowl of water on request
What can I expect in the service?
Generally our services last 1 - 1.5 hours with a mixture of songs, prayers  Bible readings and talks. Sometimes we have Holy Communion at the end of our service. There is usually a pause before we start and if you felt unable to stay, there is opportunity to leave the service before communion starts. Our children and young people usually join in the first half of the service and go out to the hall behind church 1/2 way through the service to have their own expression of church within their age groups. Our sung worship is usually led by a small band who play at the front of church.
We all gather at the end of the service to enjoy coffee, biscuits and fellowship together. Please do stay and join us; We would love to meet you and learn a little more about you during your time with us.
